A Maximum of $98.00 for each ad-
ditional child in the family

** There is also a minimum charge of
5 hours per week per child to be on contract and
receive the contract rate.

Childcare provided on 3 “drop in”

(non contracted) basis will be figured at:
$3.70 per hour, per child, with no
maximum cap
