Status Report  Doc# 2

· Some changes from Doc.#2, because the document was written on August 15. A few of the number have changed since then.

· Adrian Scrase now spends only half of his time on 3GPP

· The Partners have agreed to fund GERAN/UTRAN handover related TTCN expenses to the tune of 32.5 Keuro (by correspondence).

· 349 Keuro is still to be paid by CCSA

· As usual, it is likely that there will be a small under-spend for TTCN for the whole year.

· Overall, there were no big concerns about the status.

Draft Budget for 2005  Doc # 3

· TSG-T thinks that the 2005 demand on TTCN should include the full LCR TDD support. So, they have raised the TTCN budget figures to the level 949 Keuro (from the previous budgeted level of 754 Keuro). This is an increase of 195 Keuro. TSG-T thinks that it is appropriate to fully fund ALL work on TTCN (i.e. including LCR TDD).

· It was explained that W-CDMA being a robust multi-vendor technology, the need for interoperability (TTCN) is truly critical for the successful deployment of the technology.

· There were discussions on what should FFG do regarding the additional TTCN expenses suggested by TSG-T. It was agreed that FFG would support draft budget numbers as given in Doc#3. For purposes of reporting to PCG, we will provide additional information on the impact of GERAN/TTCN-related additional expenses (195 Keuro) as recommended by TSG-T.
